families and who lived in slavery on Jefferson’s

Saving Thomas
Jeffersons House: The Levy Family and
Monticello, 1834-1923 by Melvin 1.
Urofsky, director of the doctoral
programs in public policy and admin-
istration at Virginia Commonwealth
University, describes the preservation
efforts of the Levys, who owned
Monticello for 89 years before trans-
ferring it to the newly formed
Thomas Jefferson Memorial
Foundation in 1923.

Jeffersons West: A Journey with Lew:s
and Clark by James P. Ronda, H.G.
Barnard Professor in Western History
at the University of Tulsa, retells a
compelling part of American history
by contrasting the expectations
President Jefferson had for the Corps

of Discovery with what Lewis and
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Clark actually experienced on their trek.

The Monticello Monograph Series was launched
April 13, 1993, to commemorate the 250th anniversary
of Jefferson’s birth. The series’ nine softcover books,
which are designed and written for a wide audience,
cover various aspects of Jefferson’s diverse interests
and legacy.
